With careful shopping, you can expect to spend between $400-$800 for a good 5 megapixel camera with many 
SLR like features. Here are a few suggestions: choose a camera with both an optical viewfinder and an LCD screen, 
external flash capability, a USB port and ISO (light control) choices. A burst mode, or “auto shoot,” is also useful 
for action shots. Before checking out, don’t forget these essential accessories: extra batteries and a charger, if  
appropriate, at least one extra memory card (minimum 128MB) and an external card reader so that you can free up 
your camera for more coverage of  your events. Plan on at least $100-$200 besides the cost of  the camera itself. 
Make sure you shop around; the prices of  digital cameras continue to drop.  (One website I use to compare models is 
www.dpreview.com)  Here are a few of  the better cameras that would meet your yearbook needs.
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
